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In Tulsa, Yakelin received surgery on her left 
eye in late January.  Everything seemed to 
go well, but at her two week post-surgical 
appointment, the doctors found that her eye 
was not healing as expected.  They believe 
she has a rare connective tissue disorder 
that slows her healing time.  With this in 
mind, they decided not to operate on her 
right eye.  Although we believe the doctors 
have Yakelin’s best overall health and 
recovery in mind, this news was hard to 
receive. Yakelin and I returned to our 
respective homes on February 19th.  Yakelin 
had a check-up with a private 
ophthalmologist in Nicaragua last week and 
received good news.  The eye is healing and 
there are no signs of complications.  The 
Kirk of the Hills Church in Tulsa will continue 
assisting with costs associated with Yakelin’s 
recovery.  Yakelin was legally blind before 
surgery and now sees 20/50 with use of 
bifocals.  
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The month in Tulsa, OK was one of the most 
stretching times in my life.  I wore many hats, 
some of which were interpreter, cook, 
caretaker, cultural advisor and patient 
advocate.  I flopped in bed each night 
exhausted.  The time in Tulsa was difficult for 
Yakelin also.  She missed her children terribly 
and found it awkward to be surrounded by 
English speakers.  Thankfully Skype exists.  
The church provided a Skype account so that 
she could call her family and kids on a 
regular basis.  We had a lot of fun times too, 
which included going to a ballet, riding bikes 
along the Arkansas River, and spending time 
with friends from The Kirk.

I have found the verses above to be a comfort as I process about the time in Tulsa and as I 
readjust to life in the USA.  Although circumstances always change, God does not and His word 
stands forever.  I look forward to a quick trip to Nicaragua at the end of March before starting a full-
time job in physical therapy on April 5th.
