Your prayers are  
greatly appreciated as I end my time in 
Nicaragua and as I return and transition to life in 
the United States.

It was 
Claudia’s first time working in the clinic.  She 
helped with patient flow, filling prescriptions, 
and even fit in a very important psychological 
exam on a young boy. 
Weeks prior to the clinic, Dra. Aracelys and 
Claudia participated in the church member 
training sessions in preparation for their 
involvement next year with medical teams and 
clinics.  Fabricio provided the pre-clinic 
evangelism training sessions for the church 
members who were selected by their pastor to 
share the gospel with patients during the 
clinic.

Over the last few months I have been 
developing a friendship with Yakelin (see 
picture of her on the next page).  I met her in 
April during a medical outreach in Rivas.  She 
is legally blind due to a rare congenital 
condition.  She is in need of an eye surgery to 
correct her vision.  We have been working

towards finding a surgeon in Nicaragua to perform the 
surgery she needs.  This has been a long, and often 
frustrating experience.  Two weeks ago Yakelin and 
her sister traveled to Managua and Dra. Aracelys and I 
we went with them to some eye appointments.  We 
spent literally 12 hours in appointments, only to find 
out that the National Center of Ofthalmology in 
Nicaragua and also the Cuban specialists visiting 
Nicaragua cannot operate on her.  They lack the 
equipment and give her no hope of surgery.   
 
My heart breaks for Yakelin.  But not just because of 
her physical condition.  People have told her that if she 
has enough faith, God will heal her and the reason she 
is still blind is because is lacks faith.  She feels guilty 
for not believing in God enough for Him to heal her.   
 
Even though we have hit a few deadends in our 
search for medical care in Nicaragua, the extra time 
that we’ve spent together has been beneficial.  We 
have read from the Bible and talked for hours about 
her questions regarding faith, hypocrisy in the church, 
prayer, and how God has made her uniquely and has 
purpose for her life. I am thankful to God for His loving 
kindness and for His pursuit of Yakelin, and of me.  
 
Although we have exhausted the “free” healthcare 
options in Nicaragua, there is a chance that she can 
get the surgery she needs in a Nicaraguan private 
clinic or possibly in the United States.  Please pray for 
her and her family as we continue to explore more 
possibilities for Yakelin.
