Earlier this month, Amber and | coordinated what we thought would be a one-day medical outreach in Nancimi, a
small indigenous village 3 hours from Managua. We arrived Friday afternoon to meet with the church that was
hosting the outreach and to set up the pharmacy inside the church. About 100 patients were seen on Saturday, some
of whom walked two hours to get to the clinict We were really out in the boonies. 11 patients prayed with church
members and put their faith in Christ. It was a great day!...until about 4PM when the rains came. You know the old
saying “If it's the Lord’s will and the creek don’t rise”? Well, now | understand it much better...I've experienced it!
There is a river that has to be crossed before arriving in Nancimi. After clinic on Saturday evening, we said our
goodbyes and drove away. Little did we know we would be back in the church 10 minutes later because the river was
too high to drive through!
